
PRAYER  POINTS FOR WEEK 1 - JUNE 2026 

MONDAY 

Proverbs 3:5-6 (CEV) With all your heart you must trust the LORD and not your own 

judgment. 6 Always let him lead you, and he will clear the road for you to follow. 

1. Lead in the Greek means “to govern.” Pray that God will govern every area of your life 

over the next 6 months. Pray that you will not be led by your own understanding or 

desires, but by the governing hand of God. 

2. To be governed also means to be influenced. Pray that God will influence every decision 

you make over the next 6 months in Jesus’ name. 

3. Pray that your thoughts, actions, decisions, conversations, movements, and mindset will 

all be influenced and directed by Jesus, the Good Shepherd, in the name of Jesus. 

 

TUESDAY 

Isaiah 45:2 (NKJV) “I will go before you And make the crooked places straight; I will break 

in pieces the gates of bronze And cut the bars of iron 

1. Lead in the Greek also means “to straighten.” Declare that God will straighten everything 

that concerns you. Declare that God will go before you and level every obstacle over the 

next 6 months in Jesus’ name. 

2. Pray that over the next 6 months, every crooked, deformed, twisted, tangled, or 

misaligned area of your life will be made straight by the power of God in the name of 

Jesus. 

3. Pray that God will go ahead of you throughout the next 6 months, clearing and preparing 

the way for you, breaking down every gate of bronze and destroying every barrier, 

limitation, padlock, and obstruction that has hindered your progress over the years, in 

Jesus’ name. 

 

 

 

 



WEDNESDAY 

Psalms 32:8 (NLT) The LORD says, “I will guide you along the best pathway for your life. I 

will advise you and watch over you. 

1. Pray that over the next 6 months you will not be led by your emotions, but by the Spirit 

of God. Pray that God will transform every emotion and feeling that has controlled or 

misled you. 

2. Being led by emotions often causes us to insist on our own way and make wrong 

decisions. Pray that throughout the remaining months of this year, you will follow God’s 

leading above your emotions and personal feelings. 

3. Reject every spirit of moodiness, malice, unforgiveness, bitterness, and emotional 

reactions toward others. Declare in Jesus’ name that you will no longer be ruled by your 

feelings, but by the Holy Spirit. 

 

 

THURSDAY 

Proverbs 3:5-6 (MSG) Trust GOD from the bottom of your heart; don't try to figure out 

everything on your own. 6 Listen for GOD's voice in everything you do, everywhere you go; 

He's the one who will keep you on track. 

1. Pray that Christ will always be your spearhead. Leading can mean “to spearhead,” the 

spearhead goes first before the shaft follows behind. The spearhead breaks through 

obstacles before the rest follows. As long as Christ goes ahead of us, we simply follow in 

victory and receive the blessings He has prepared for us. 

2. Pray that God will always lead you and that you submit to his leadership, by this you 

have constant and not an occasional triumph; it is a consistent, regular, forever, 

permanent occasion.   

3. Pray that you will never lose confidence in God’s leadership because God is the leader he 

will cause you to triumph like David over Goliath. He is not an occasional leader but a 

permanent one.  

 

 

 



FRIDAY 

Psalms 32:8 (NKJV) 8 I will instruct you and teach you in the way you should go; I will guide 

you with My eye. 

1. God as I submit to your leading over the following months I declare IT BRINGS ME 

DIVINE PROVISION in Jesus name. : “1 THE LORD is my Shepherd [to feed, guide, 

and shield me], I shall not lack. (Amp) The Lord is my Shepherd, I have all I need” 

(NLT). God’s way guarantees you divine provision.   

2. I declare that as I follow and submit to your leading IT BRINGS ME DIVINE 

DIRECTION AND INSTRUCTION. “He leads me beside still waters” “He leads me in 

the paths of righteousness”.  

3. I declare that as I submit to your leading IT BRINGS ME DIVINE PEACE:  “He makes 

me lie down in green pastures” that is peace. Philippians 4:7Then you will experience 

God’s peace, which exceeds anything we can understand. His peace will guard your 

hearts and minds as you live in Christ Jesus. Peace will guard and garrison your heart 

4. I declare that as I submit to your leading IT WILL BRING ME DIVINE PROSPERITY: 

Ps 23:5 (nlt) you prepare a feast for me in the presence of my enemies. You honor me 

by anointing my head with oil. My cup overflows with blessing 

5. As I submit to your leading It will EMPOWER ME TO AVOID PAIN AND SORROW: 

Ps 23:4 Even when I walk through the darkest valley, I will not be afraid, for you are
